It links Pau-Pyrénées
Airport with Pau city centre. This service operates
from Monday to Saturday, from 7.00 am to 7.00
pm

To get to Tarbes from the Pau’s SNCF train station,
a shuttle leaves the airport every hour.

If you arrive after 7.45 pm , a Sunday, or a public 
holiday, you’ll have to take a taxi.
